Learning Focus for 2008-2009     Reading for Meaning 

“A child’s success in school and throughout life depends in large part on the ability to read. Educators in On-

tario have the profound challenge of making reading a reality for all children.” 

(Expert Panel on Early Reading in Ontario. 2003, p.1) 

 

The teaching staff at Glynn A. Green have worked  together to examine data collected  on student achievement 

(EQAO, standardized assessments, teacher created assessments)  to determine the needs of our students. Based 

on the data we have decided on a school wide focus this year in the area of Reading for Meaning. Teachers 

have been planning together to develop activities that will help our students strengthen their skills particularly 

in their ability to read for meaning. Learning activities will be designed to provide students with opportunities 

to make connections of what they have read to their own knowledge and experience, to other materials they 

have read and to the world around them. They will also have opportunities to improve their skills in identifying 

the point of view presented in what they have read and suggest other possible perspectives.    

 

Throughout the year, our teachers will be meeting regularly to discuss progress in this area and to share strate-

gies that have worked in helping to develop the reading skills of the students in their classes. Some staff will 

also have the opportunity to meet with staff from other area schools to discuss instructional practices to aid 

students in the area of reading.
