GRADE 7 - TRANSPORTATION MODE AND ELIGIBILITY TO THE FRENCH IMMERSION PROGRAM

either by school bus or taxi cab.

X When school buses are the mode of transportation, it should be noted that those buses may be shared with

secondary school students. French Immersion students may also be required to transfer school buses at another|
